Installation Requirements

Follow these installation requirements when assembling
the VDRA30:

Set up the VDRA3O0 on a solid, flat surface. A smooth, flat
surface under the machine helps keep it level. A
level machine has fewer malfunctions.

Provide ample space around the machine. Open
space around the machine allows for easier access.

Insert all bolts in the same direction. For aesthetic
purposes, insert all bolts in the same direction unless
specified (in text or illustrations) to do otherwise.

Leave room for adjustments. Tighten fasteners such as
bolts, nuts, and screws so the unit is stable, but leave
room for adjustments. Do not fully tighten fasteners
until instructed in the assembly steps to do so.

Fill out and mail the warranty card.




Assembly Instructions

Assembly of the VDRAS3O0 takes professional installers about 1 hour to complete. If this is the first time you have
assembled this type of equipment, plan on significantly more time.

Professional installers are highly recommended!

However, if you acquire the appropriate tools, obtain assistance, and follow the assembly steps sequentially,
the process will take time, but is fairly easy.

Six 10 (M8x20 hex head bolt)
Six 12 (M8 washer)
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Above shows Step 2 assembled and completed.

Connect both Straight Hangers (E) to Main Body (A) and Bar Catch (F) by
using:

Two 13 (M10x140 hex head bolt)

Four 16 (M10x135 hex head bolt)

Twelve 15 (M10 washer)

Six 14 (M10 nylon nut)

Connect Top (G) to Main Body (A) using:
Two 10 (M8x20 hex head bolt)
Two 12 (M8 washer)

Make sure the unit is on a completely level surface.
Fully tighten all hardware at this time.
